GETTING STARTED
To the facilitator: Use this section to introduce the topic. If possible, give a brief recap of the sermon.

Share a memorable point, a spiritual lesson, a personal application, a question, or something that challenged you from the sermon last Sunday.

What do you love and hate about travel (whether work-related or for vacation)?
Group discussion
1. In the sermon, we looked at four aspects of Jesus’ deity from Scriptures. Which part was most important for you? Why? 

2. Read John 10:28-33. What do you think about Jesus’ statements and his claims to give his sheep eternal life? Why were Jesus’ claims of who he was so offensive to the people? For a Christian, how does his words give assurance?
3. Read John 4:46-53. Why do you think John mentions that this was the place where Jesus turned water into wine (verse 46)?  
4. What does verses 49-52 say about the official that he took Jesus at his Word? How does this challenge the idea that “seeing is believing”? When have you had to take Jesus at his Word and how did this grow your faith?
5. The official believed (verses 53-54). Is this different to his belief in verse 50? Is there a difference between believing about Jesus and believing in Jesus? The official came for one healing but left with much more. What does this mean to you and why?
6. Application. Has there been a time when you wondered if Jesus was really worth following? Would you say your faith in Jesus has matured as a Christian? In what way?
7. Next Steps 
Every knee will bow, every tongue will confess that Jesus is God.
· I believe that Jesus is God, and his claims are supported with evidence.  

· I will believe and trust in Jesus’ power and authority. No “ifs” and “whens.” 

· I trust that God often uses the crises of life to get us to seek him in ways that I wouldn’t have done if the crisis had not occurred.
· I will walk by faith and not by sight.
Don’t forget to:

· Go through the devotionals every day this week.

· Have a regular daily time of prayer and reading of God’s Word.
Closing the session
Close the session by taking the time to pray for one another. Consider the following as you pray:

· Ask Jesus this week to help you trust your daily cares and circumstances to him.
· Pray for relationships to grow with other Christ-followers, that you will encourage and care for one another.
· Pray for your unsaved family, friends, and loved ones. 

· Pray for protection, provision, healing and comfort for everyone who’s going through physical, emotional, mental and spiritual pain.
